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The History of Arunachala Ashrama in the West
Its Gradual Growth

A modest storefront rental property at 342 East 6" Sreet in Manhattan served as the home for
Arunachala Ashrama for nearly 20 years. It might have continued there longer if the rent had not
been raised from $400 a month to $2,000 overnight! The property manager was sympathetic to the
Ashram and, despite the continued retail demand, waited a couple of years before he raised the
priceto reflect the demand. Business propertiesin New York City are not rent-controlled. However,
this turned out to be fortuitous because it precipitated a move in 1987 to the residential borough of
Queenswhere a house could be rented for much lessthan $2000. Now there wereroomsfor residents

and a better place for Arunachala Bhakta Bhagawat and his wife Yogamayaji to live in.

-I-HE living room was made into ashrinewherethe
morning and evening Vedas, chanting and meditation
were conducted. All the bedrooms were on the
second floor and the basement becamethe Ashramaoffice.
Devoteeswerenow welcomed into ahome-likeatmosphere,
asfamily membersin an ever-widening circle connected by
thethread of the Master’ sinscrutableways.

Meanwhilein the Nova ScotiaAshrama, astream of
visitors and long-term residents engaged in the daily
meditation and work. Joan and Matthew Greenblait decided
to move back to theNew York City areain 1977. About a
year |ater they were sent to Ramanasramamto fulfill along-
cherished dream of Arunachala Bhakta Bhagawat — to
publishahigh-quality pictoria biography of Bhagavan. The
Greenblattsworked on thisfor morethan ayear andit was
released in commemoration of Bhagavan Ramana’s 100
birth anniversary. Thispictorial biography wasimmensealy
popular beforetheexploson of digital mediawhichhassince
been broadcasting the life and teachings of Sri Ramana

Maharshi around the globe. A newer edition with restored
photographs continuesto find an appreciative audience.

After nineyearsof renting atown housein Forest Hills,
Queens, theAshramawasfinally ableto purchaseabuildi-
ngin 1996. Thishouse, aso atownhouse, wasonly afew
blocksfrom therented house and wasin aquieter location
withsimilar butimprovedfecilities.

Our Founder MergesinArunachala-Ramana

In the New York Arunachala Ashrama, on Mon-
day morning, April 10th, 2000, ArunachdaBhaktaBhagawat
looked asif hewereadeep. On closer examination it was
found that his life breath had left the body. From all
gppearanceson the previousday no onecould have guessed
that hewasabout to depart. Inthenight he had been quietly
absorbed inlistening to both themorning and evening Veda
Parayanam, oneafter the other. Hethen had amedl, smiled
and conversed with theAshramafriendswho had gathered,
but showed no sgnsthat thiswashisfina night.
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Sincesuffering asirokeeghteen
monthsearlier, he had been unable
' towalk and, of course, waswesk.
Residing intheAshrama, hewould
routinely sitinawheelchair for five
‘_ hours every day and, although
| functioninginalimitedway, hewas
113y rardy consciousof hisfrailty, ooca:

R?Vﬁgg;vrf;;f;hfw sonally evenforgetting that hewas
unabletowalk. Nevertheless, heremained ever cheerful
and grateful, rarely asking for anything other thanawarm
blanket and to be hel ped into bed when hewastired.

“Itisnow fifty yearssnce Bhagavan'sMahanirvana,”
werethelast wordshe heard beforehefell adegpandthe
lightsweredimmed. He nodded hishead and closed his
eyes. Inthemorning hewasgone, absorbed inthefeet of
Bhagavan Ramana. It wasRama sBirthday. OnApril 14,
2000, exactly fifty years to the day of Sri Ramana
Maharshi’sMahanirvana, Arunacha aBhaktaBhagawat's
body was cremated.

Continued Service

After just afew yearsinthe Clyde Street Ashrama,
purchased in 1996, it became apparent that its spacewas
inadequate to accommodate the growing number of
devotees attending the regular programs. A hall inthe
Flushing, Queens, Ganesa Temple had to be rented on
gpecia occasions. And, asunsolicited donationsgradually
increased, theAshramadevoteeswere on thelookout for
more spaci ousaccommodations.

In 2005 amuch larger building on Edgerton Blvd., in
JamaicaEstates, inthe same New York City borough of
Queens, wasbought, and in 2011 alarge meditation hall
and shrinewas added. This spacious new Ashramaand
itsmeditation hall and shrineregularly attract numerous
visitorsand guestswho have unmistakenly felt withinits
precinctsthe deep silent presence of Bhagavan Ramana
pulsating.

Quietly spreading the life and message of the

of Sri Ramanasramam and serves devotees and seekers
throughout the Western Hemisphere. To this day all
these activitieshave been carried out enthusiastically by
asmall, dedicated handful of devotees.

During thelast 20 yearstwo dozen Ramana Satsang
groups have sprung up in Canada and the USA.
ArunachalaAshramahas aways offered itsresources
and encouragement to the ever-growing number of
sincere seekerswho have experienced the directness
of the teachings and the gracious Presence of the
Master. In these family-like gatherings, devotees
support and strengthen their faith and practice asthey
experiencefirsthand the way Bhagavan reachesout to
embraceand protect al thosewho turnto himfor grace
and guidance.

IN2016, during the celebration of Sri Ramanas137th
Jayanti in Tampa, Florida, eighty devoteesgathered for
the griha pravesham of anewly-constructed replicaof
Bhagavan’'sOld Hall, which served ashisabodein South
India for over 20 years. Theinauguration of the Old Hall
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replicatook place during thefourth Annual Sri Ramana
Jayanti Retreat in Tampa. All devoteesarewelcometo
visgtthisnew holy siteof pilgrimageat 5919 Lynn Road,
Tampa, FL. A call to Mathy or Dr. Rathinasamy prior to
vigtingfor thefirst timewill insurethe Hall will be open
whenyou arrive (813.685.8843).

In 2013, adevoted couplein Elgin, Illinois, near
Chicago, opened abeautiful RamanaCenter wherethey
have daily meditation and monthly satsangs. Also, a
devotee from Ottawa, Canada has built a new Sri
RamanachalaMandiram, overlooking the St. Lawrence
River, ontheborder between Canadaand the USA inthe
town of Ogdensburg, New York. And of late, afew other
devoteesin the USA have expressed interest to open
RamanaCentersintheir towns.

Thoughout the history of ArunachalaAshrama, we
have observed how theMaharshi’ slifeand teachings, like
a gentle shower of rain, has steadily seeped into the
awarenessof sincereseekers, not only in NorthAmerica
but theworld over. Theresident devoteesof Arunachala
Ashramafed blessed to havewitnessed, ashisingruments,
thisgradua unfoldment of hisgrace.

At some point in asincere seeker’slife, he or she
comesto realizethat the reason that they are born, that
they dieand arereborn again and again, isto experience
theone essential Truth of their existence. That Truthis
ever-present, both within and without. It isthe Universal
Awarenessof our eternal DivineNature asthe Self of all
selves. The Maharshi wasborn to guide sincere seekers,
not just for those of his own generation, but for our
generation and generationsto come.

Wehumbly inviteal thosewhowishto dedicatetheir
livesto the experience of the one Self of all, embodiedin
thelifeand teachingsof Bhagavan Sri RamanaMaharshi,
tojoin uson our march to the Holy Hill of the Beacon
Light, to alifeof service and sadhana, and to thus make
our livesblessed.

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My Heart’s Journey
A Pilgrim’s Diary

January 19, 1983 - Sri Ramanasramam

Today | met again with Ramaswami Pillai and we
talked for two hours.

“Doyouthink itisimportant that welivewith few
possessions?’ | asked him.

“You must not make an effort to livewith or without
possessions. You must livewith the conditionsthat prevail.
Themental state a oneisimportant. However, you must
not haveor beadaveto any want. Really, you only should
havewhat isnecessary for keeping body and soul together,
andingood hedlth. Also, you should not associate with all
kindsof people.”

Then he again spoke of the path of Self-Inquiry: “In
the path of surrender, the ego can very easily remain.
However, Bhagavan hassaid that real surrender can come
only whenweknow ‘Whoam|17?.”

“You have convinced methat | must try to do Self-
enquiry inaseriousway,” | replied.

“I shdl missPaul andyou,” hesad. “ Asaboy, | would
beg our guests, ‘ Takemewith you!” | would run downthe
road after them, crying, until | felt satisfied. During
Bhagavan'stime| would haveto accompany devoteesto
thetrain. | especialy loved thosedevotees.”

Thisafternoonat 5p.m. Kunju Swami, Natesanand |
climbed the hill. Rather than follow the path to
Skandasramam, we took the path to the left and sat
together on arock. Kunju Swami told me, asif adeep
voicefromwithin me spoke, “When aperson followsthe
path of devotion, obstacleswill arise.” Inhisownlife, the
moment he saw Bhagavan’spicturehehad agreat desire
to cometo Bhagavan. At that time, histeacher, amanwith
whom he was studying Kaivalya Navaneeta and other
works, vehemently opposed hisgoing to Bhagavan. He
eventhreatened that someill would befal himif hewent to
Bhagavan. In course of timetheteacher had to go away
and Kunju Swami, without hisknowing, cameto Bhagavan.
Ultimately, theteacher dso came, redlized Sri Bhagavan's
greatness and entrusted Kunju Swami lovingly to
Bhagavan'scare.

“If your lakshya (aim or goal) is Bhagavan aone,
everything else will fall into place,” Kunju
Swami emphasized, “ but therewill be obstacles. If your
lakshyaissomethingsmall or trivid, it may bemissed, but
if your aim isthe Mountain —whichis so great —you
cannot missit. BeliketheMountain—calm, immovable!

“Now, aworldly example: We have Sri Raman-
asramam. While all sorts of things may happen in the
Ashram, itisnot run by any individual. Sri Bhagavan's
Divine Shakti alonerunstheAshram. Similarly, inany of
Bhagavan'sAshrams, nosingleindividud runstheAshram.
Regardless of whoever may leave, Sri Bhagavan will
continue Hiswork and theAshramwill a so continue.

“Inthiscontext, your attitude toward all humanity
should be one of brotherhood and of natural and
spontaneousfriendliness. You should not hate or harbor
asinglebad thought for anyone, nor should you alow a
singlethought about whether or not someonelikesyou. It
iscompletely immaterid.

“Whoever comesor goes, anAshram establishedin
thenameof Sri Bhagavan and Sri Arunachaamust grow!
Thereisnot theleast doubt about it!

“l have admired Bhagawat,” he continued, “I
wondered what tapasyahe must have doneto attract such
peopleasyou. Andtosendyoudl herel (Itisremarkable!)
Yet, whatever happens, you must remember your lakshya
of Sri Arunachalaand becamwithyour mind at thefeet
of Bhagavan.”

January 20, 1983

Ramaswami shared with me afew detailsabout his
personal life. He cameto Bhagavan at the age of 25. At
theageof 31 or 32 hewaslivinginatempleinavillage
when he became mad with ecstasy. He said, “It was
evening about 6 0’ clock when | had that first experience.
| was surprised, not shocked. Therewas Consciousness
—asthough | wasbeingtold, * Thisiswhat you sought.” It
lasted only afew minutesat first. L ater, the experience
would return. * What isthe meaning of thiscoming and
going of thisexperience,’ | thought, * | want it when | want
it” Then, | gotit. | wasinthat statefor three months. |
was like amad fellow wearing adirty loin cloth and |
didn’t bathe. | wouldn’t enter into any houses. If | got
somehunger | would beg for food.... “ Happy’ isnot the
word to expressthat state; ‘ Ectatic’ isalso inadequate.
That experienceisdill therewithme, likean undercurrent.
Some devoteescameand took to Bhagavan. At that time
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| got theconfirmationthatitis‘ That’. | camewith only
oneloincloth and atein Hispresence. When | arrived he
was sitting on the sofa, and it somehow appeared to me
asif hewasgtting therewaiting for me.”

“...iIf | am Bhagavan’ sdevotee, to ded withmeismore
dangerousthanto deal with Bhagavan! | may forgive, but
Bhagavanwill not....”

“Your businessiswith thethinker, not with thoughts.
Whenever your attention isgiven to thoughts, you must
returnit tothethinker.”

Ramaswami turned his attention to my picture of
Bhagavan and said, “ You may become cam and peaceful
by lookinginto Bhagavan'seyes. Inthe Hal wewould sit
and gaze on hiseyes; hewould not blink. It issomething
likeachild sucking fromthemother’sbreast. Thechildis
not exactly awake—itisblissful. Itingeststhemilk without
swalowing. Themother’sloveisso greeat; themilk flows
inacurrent to the child. In thissame manner, wereceive
thecurrent (of grace) from Bhagavan'seyes. Bhagavan's
graceissogresat, you cannot escapeit!” (to be continued)

YogaVas sthatalks of Self-enquiry asthe beginning
of the end of repeated transmigration. Now, Bhagavan
has himself said that he is none other than the
consciousness that dwellsin all of us. This seemsto
suggest two things:

By coming into the Ramana Path, we have
naturally entered on the Self-enquiry path that will
culminatein liberation or the end of transmigration.

Bhagavan Ramana, being the supreme cons-
ciousnessitself, we need have no fear (though we may
still have our fearsor be anxious—thisisimmaterial)
whether we are practicing Self-enquiry rightly or
adequately or whether we have surrendered the ego
partially or wholly.

Whilethe above practicesrightly donewill hasten
the process, can we not be comforted that we are now
in the safe hands of consciousness?

In fact, can we not go to the extent of saying that
by coming to the Ramana Path, he has in fact taken
usinto hisfold and his perfect guidance (which will
yield suitable results) along the path is assured and a
foregone conclusion? —USA Devotee

There is no doubt, as the Yoga Vasistha declares,
that those who have abandoned the world appearance
and havetaken to the path of Self-enquiry will end the
cycleof repeated transmigration.

And, naturally, those who have surrendered to
Bhagavan Ramanaand have taken to the path of Self-
enquiry of ‘Whoam 7 will attainliberation.

Bhagavan hassaid, “ Just asthe prey which hasfalen
into thejawsof atiger hasno escape, so thosewho have
comewithintheambit of the Guru’ sgraciouslook will be
saved by the Guru and will not get lost; yet, each one
should by hisown effort pursue the path shown by God
or Guruand gainrelease.”
